©On the 18th of December 2021, Nile University was honored to host the 14th
meeting of the scientific committee of the Egyptian Genome Project in the
presence of the president of Nile University, Prof. Wael Akl, Major General
Prof. Khaled Amer, CEO of Egypt Center of Research and Regenerative
Medicine (ECRRM) and the Pl of the Egyptian genome project and Prof
Yehia Gad, the chair of the scientific committae of the Egypbian Genome
Project. The welcome speech was initiated by Prof. Ahmed Radwan, the vice
president of research, who gave a short presentation about research at Mile
University, focusing on the different research centers and achievements of
Nile University in research.
